Ernest Hemingway

Ernest Hemingway is a great American writer. He was born in the state of Illinois
in 1899. He was a great sportsman as he went in for sports in his childhood. He was
also one of the most intelligent students at school and wrote poems and prose for a
school magazine.

In 1920 Ernest Hemingway worked as a journalist in a newspaper. But he wanted
to write books.
